L atch not working

3. If the latch or latch button does not operate properly, replace the top case assembly.

The Date and Time settingsreset all thetime

Note: Resetting the power manager or PRAM resets the date and time.

1. Do abackup battery test:
e Set the date and time.
e Perform a Shut Down from the Apple menu or Special menu.
® Remove the main battery and disconnect the power adapter for 10 minutes.
e Connect the power adapter, insert the battery, and power on the computer.
e If the date and time were lost the backup battery may be dead or discharged.
